Tobacco (negro)
(Nicotiana tabacum)

Full sun, to partial shade (leaves grown for
wrappers can grow larger in partial shade, but will
be less productive).

Make sure they are in a
well lit, very warm (68 degrees or higher) area (ie.
greenhouse, seeding room, bright window, or under
artificial light).
